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Dancing raisins

Introduction:

Materials:
o \Water
e Baking soda
e White vinegar
e Raisins
e Atall, clear glass

Safety:

Procedure:
1. Measure out 1 cup of water and pour it into a tall, clear glass.
2. Add 1 tablespoon of baking soda.
3. Mix it up until the baking soda dissolves in the water.
4. Next, drop in the raisins.
5. Finally, slowly pour in the magic ingredient- a ¥ tablespoon of white vinegar
6. Tada! The raisins will start dancing, bobbing up and down in the glass.
