There is a new monthly enrollment
verification requirement for students
using their Post-9/11 Gl Bill Benefits and
receiving Monthly Housing Allowance
(MHA) and/or kicker payments. Those
students will be required to verify their
enrollment at the end of each month

during their term to continue receiving
payments.

Students will be able to use text
messages as a simple, quick option for
verifying enrollment to receive their
MHA and/or kicker payments
uninterrupted. Please reach out the
Education Call Center (ECC) at 1-888-
442-4551 to update your information.
